Including the various print jobs, I also worked in close collaboration with 
Adam Court who heads up OKHA and Stefan Antoni who is the main 
Creative director, to come up with the look & feel design for the new OKHA 
website. I designed, managed and did the admin and correspondence for the 
website - including updating and formatting the material for content. (The 
technical side of the building of the website was outsourced) It has since 
been further upgraded on similar navigational principles with Art direction 
by myself and the main component done by Stefan Antoni, Adam Court and 
Angelique De Villiers.

A large channel we worked through was emailers Because OKHA holds works 
like David Reade glassware to Louise Gelderblom ceramics to a wide array of 
local artists. We needed to use this medium to keep our clients updated with 
the fast pace of design and energy OKHA has on offer. I also started a series 
of window display designs with Adam Court which is still continuing in all its 
glory in new shapes and forms.

Where I feel I grew the most is in the space that OKHA allowed Adam Court 
and I to collaborate our creative minds and constantly generate material for 
the brand.

The house is laid out to take advantage of it’s surroundings, 
the great views and aspects at all times.  The three storeys 
are arranged with three en-suite guest suites on the Ground 
Floor, with plant area and a staff flatlet accommodated at 
the rear.  The First Floor is the main living level with a 
large living room and dining room opening to a covered 
and uncovered pool terrace.  The kitchen is positioned to 
enjoy views through the glass roof towards Lions Head, 
whilst being protected from the West sun by a large 
adjacent concrete wall.  A media room, guest WC and 
utility room is positioned on a split-level between the 
Ground Floor and the First Floor.

The entrance hall is mid-level between the First Floor 
and Second Floor.  The entrance is gained by gentle 
steps from Head Road, down to a second gate, and via 
a glass-roofed external lobby space.  The Second Floor 
accommodates the master bedroom, dressing room and 
a light-filled en-suite with views over the pool below.  A 
study is accommodated on the West side of the Second 
Floor, with views over the double volume dining room 
below.Head Road has its own Zoning Category, since the 
road and the sites were never part of the original township 
plans.  (Head Road is accessed from Top Road, which – 
as its name indicates – was the highest road in Fresnaye, 
until the extension of Head Road was built).
